The HPS Laboratory Accreditation Assessment Committee performs the on-site assessment of radioactive source manufacturers/calibration labs and radiation instrument calibration labs.  The assessment criteria is stated in the HPS Laboratory Accreditation Manual and ANSI/ISO/IEC 17025-2005 "General requirements for the competence of testing and calibration laboratories."  In addition the radioactive source manufacturers/calibration labs are assessed to ANSI N42.22-1995 "Traceability of Radioactive Sources to the National Institute for Standards and Testing (NIST) and Associated Instrument Quality Control."
